Standards/Regulations Update – July 2009

Security Guarding and Police and Public Services
BS7858 Vetting standard. A recent amendment has been made to the standard to take into account the Private Security Industry Act 2001. There is no substantial change to the standard, mainly adding Notes that reference various Acts such as Human Rights Act; Immigration, Asylum and Nationality Act, Data Protection Act and attention to code of practice published by the Criminal Records Bureau.  However, this has resulted in a re-issue of the standard in April 2009 as: 

BS 7858-2006 + Amendment 2:2009. 

Lone Worker: BS8484 Management of lone worker device – Code of Practice. A large number of comments were received following the “draft for public comment” phase, which resulted in a rewrite of the draft.  A second ‘draft for public comment’ was issued in December 08 and this has been circulated to members. Comments are still being addressed by the BSI committee.

Close Protection:  BS 8507. Part 1 services within the UK.  Comments were received and addressed by the British Standards committee and the standard is now issued and can be purchased from BSI or we can purchase for you at a discounted price email l.hodges@bsia.co.uk

Close Protection BS8507 Part 2.  This standard has been issued as a Draft for Public Comment and we have circulated to members.  Comments have been returned to BSI committee to address.  Awaiting publication.

Traffic cameras: BS7958 Management of CCTV. BSIA Form 190 code of practice for CCTV Traffic cameras has been submitted to BSI to be developed into an Annex to BS7958. It was circulated as a Draft for Public comment in 2008. We are waiting for the committee to approve publication.

BS8406 Event Stewarding is undergoing its 5-year review.  A Draft for Public Comment (DPC)  has been issued and was circulated to members for comment by end June 2009 when comments will be returned to committee to address.

BS8517  Part 1 Dog Handling general purpose dogs– Following an application from the National Association of Security Dog Users (NASDU) a BSI committee has written  a code of practice for use of general security dogs. Part 1 gives guidance for companies and handlers providing dog patrol services. The code of practice has now been published and can be ordered from British Standards as BS8517-1.

BS8517 Part 2 Dog Handling – sniffer dogs – A separate standard for dogs used for detection of explosives, drug search or search and rescue is under development.

BS8523– Code of Practice Warden Schemes. BSIA Form 150 was sent to British Standards and this was used as the template for the British Standard. A draft for public comment was issued in December 08.  BSI committee have addressed comments and we are awaiting final approval for publication.

TUPE Clients Guide this guide has been written at the request of the Midland Guarding committee and endorsed by the National committee.  Its remit is to help members educate their clients / potential clients who are not familiar with TUPE and its implications.  It has now been issued as BSIA Form No. 263 and is available to download on the BSIA website.  
E-bidding Guide.  The Midlands Regional committee are writing this guide for the Section.  Work is in progress. Expect publication about Autumn 2009.

Access Control

A log book for access control systems has been developed and has now been printed.  A sample copy has been sent to all Section members with a price list.  To order contact BSIA Admin and ask for price quotes on BSIA Form 239.

Various guides are under revision by the Technical committee.  

BSIA Forms 151 and 152 Access Installer guide and Access User guide have been updated and are re-issued and available from the website. 

BSIA Form 261 Installation of Access Control Systems using IP Technology has now been issued and is available to download on the BSIA website.

Other guides under development include: AC Specifiers Guide and Biometric guide.  These will be circulated to the Section once a Draft for Comment is available.

Security Systems 

PD 6662:2004   The document has now been issued as a DPC (Draft for Public Comment) and was circulated to members in May 2009. 

DD243 and DD263 revision

PD6662 will be reissued once the revisions of BS8243 (DD243) and DD263 are complete, and EN50131-1 Amendment 1 and EN50131-3 and EN50131-7 are republished.

BS 7992 External Deterrent systems.  BSI have requested comments on the possible update or withdrawal of this standard.  

Comparison Guides

BSIA Tech team are working on several comparison guides on current standards under revisions such as PD6662, BS8243, TS50131-7 and EN50131-1 Amd 1 which will be issued on the revised version on PD6662 later this year.

Manufacturers

Open Internet Protocol  This document is a guide to help permit manufacturers to develop products with genuinely inter-connectability. Part 1 has been issued as BSIA Form No 249 and is available to download on the BSIA members website.  Part 2 is under development.

Fast Format Protocol, BSIA Form No 255.  This document is under revision by SEMS technical committee and will be completed when the  21CN deliberations on DTMF network design have been realised.

Colour Guide  - This guide has been drawn up by BSIA manufacturers for installers for colour coding.  It is a guide to identifying end of line resistor configurations in magnetic contacts.  It can be downloaded from the BSIA website, Form 252

Universal SPT   - A definition of an improved interface between alarm control panels and communication devices.  This document can be downloaded from the BSIA website as Form 251

BSIA 21CN Test Plan

BSIA have recently issued a test plan following agreement with Ofcom and BT. It is specific to BT's 21st century network and does not include any other next generation communication providers.  Manufacturers have been invited to test their equipment against this test plan at the BT facilities at Swansea. 

The test plan has been successfully used and member companies have used the facilities at Swansea.  Test results will be published on the BT and BSIA websites.

CCTV security
Code of practice for CCTV Traffic cameras, BSIA Form 190 has been submitted to BSI to be developed into an Annex to BS7958 Management of CCTV.  A draft for public comment of BS7958 Annex C was circulated and comments have been addressed.  We are awaiting the issue from British Standards of the updated standard. 

Video Analytics Guide:  CCTV Technical committee have developed a guide for use by installers and buyers to give a better understanding of the technology and terminology within this field. It has now been issued as BSIA Form No. 262 and is available to download on the BSIA website.  
CCTV National Strategy Programme

BSIA have responded to documents circulated by the National CCTV Strategy Programme Board and have taken on ownership of sections of the programme allocated to BSIA. Minutes of recent meetings can be found on members area of the BSIA website.

BS8418 code of practice for detector activated CCTV systems is under review by a BSI committee.  BSIA have already sought members comments prior to this revision and these will be tabled at the drafting committee which has its first meeting in May.

Information Destruction

BS8470 code of practice for secure destruction of confidential material has been WITHDRAWN on 30th June 2009 publication of a new European standard, BS EN15713:2009.  The standard is available to order from BSI direct if you are members or from us by emailing  l.hodges@bsia.co.uk

Cash and Property Marking
CEN 263 WG4 –Bank Note Degredation systems –  Work continued on this standard during 2008 as a passive work item.  A decision on the way forward on this standard will be taken by April 2009 when it is hoped the standard will become an active work item and deadlines for progression to issue will be set.
Aviation Security

A European working group CEN/PC384 is working on a standard for “Airport and aviation security services”.  The standard is currently in Draft form.

Consultancies

Construction Site Security Code of Practice – the standard gives recommendations for the management, staffing and operation accountability for the provision of all aspects of construction site security.  Draft 2 is currently under development by a drafting group, but it is intended that it will be offered to all relevant Sections with consideration to forming a common interest working group to further develop and publish.

TC/79 CENELEC STANDARDS UPDATE

EN50130-4 EMC immunity requirements and EN50130-5 Environmental tests.

January 2009.  The 50130 series of standards has been issued by TC/79 with a request for vote on updating the standards.

At the same time IEC TC79 has issued a request to adopt the standards and commence work on them as IEC 62599-2 and 62599-2.  

BSIA views have been submitted to BSI.

EN 50131-1 :2006

Document was revised and republished October 2006 and adopted as BS EN 50131-1: 2006 by British Standards. However, the Industry issued a new Industry Statement and agreed that prEN50131-1:2004 will continue to be used until further notice.

Amendment 1 to EN50131-was issued as Draft for Public comment in May and UK comments have been returned to Cenelec.  Publication is expected August 2009

Verification Document

TC/79 have accepted into their work programme a proposal from Euralarm to start working on a verification document which will eventually replace the existing alarm confirmation document DD243 (to be become BS8243).

BS EN 50131-2-2 - Requirements for Passive Infrared Detectors. This standard has been revised from TS to EN status and issued in January 2008 as BS EN 50131-2-2:2008 and is now available from British Standards.
TS 50131-2-3 - Requirements for Microwave Detectors. Published by Cenelec in August 2004. Published as BS EN 50131-2-3 in December 2008.

BS EN 50131-2-4 - Requirements for Combined Passive Infrared and Microwave Detectors. This standard was revised from TS to EN status. 

Published as as BS EN 50131-2-4:2008 in January 2008

CLC/ TS 50131-2-5 - PIR and Ultrasonic Detectors - Published in April 2004. Due to start its EN procedure in April 2006. Published by BSI as DD CLC/TS in July 2004. 

TC/79 have accepted into their work programme new work items for Active IR Beans, Vibration detectors, Hold up devices and External detectors.
Published as BS EN 50131-2-5 in December 2008.

TS 50131-2-6 – Requirements for Opening Contacts (Magnetic). Published by Cenelec in August 2004. An update to EN is expected by end of 2008.

Published as BS EN 50131-2-6 in December 2008.
prTS 50131-2-7 Requirements for Glass Break Acoustic detectors. The three standards in this series have been published as Drafts for Development (DD).

Published as DD CLC/TS 50131-2-7-1 (acoustic): DD CLC/TS 50131-2-7-2 (passive) and DD CLC/TS 50131-2-7-3 (active) in June 09.

TS 50131-3 - Requirements for CIE – Published in July 2003 as DD/TS 50131-3..This standard was revised in 2008 as a full EN standard.

Published in April 2009 and adopted by UK and can be ordered as BS EN 50131-3:2009.

TS 50131 – 4 – Warning Devices – Has been adopted as British Standard DD TS 50131-4 - undergoing development to full EN 2007/8.  A Draft for Public Comment was issued in May 08 and comments are being addressed by Cenelec committee..

prEN50131-5-3 Systems using wire free interconnections. An amendment to this standard has been done.

Published as BS EN 50131-5-3:2005  + A1 2008

EN 50131-6 – Power Supplies – A draft for public comment (DPC) was issued in March 2008 with a comment period ending 30th June. 

Published as BS EN 50131-6 :2008

prEN50131-7 Intrusion and hold up systems Part 7 application guidelines.

A Final Draft was circulated for comment in March 08 and comments were addressed.  BSIA has written a National Foreword for the standard so that it can be used in the UK .  At present it has been published only by Cenelec.

Published as CLC/TS 50131-7:2008
BS EN 50131-8 – Security fog devices –  New TC/79 working group (WG10) set up to develop a European code of practice which, when issued, will replace British Standard BS7939.  JULY 2009 - This standard is now published and available from British Standards as BS EN50131-8:2009.

EN50132-1:  CCTV surveillance systems for use in security applications – system requirements – A Draft for Public comment was issued November 2007 and Cenelec have addressed comments.  A final standard was issued for vote in March 09.

EN50132-5: Video transmission.  2008 work commenced on the update of this standard.

prEN50136-1: 2008 Alarm transmission systems Part 1 general requirements for alarm transmission systems.

A Draft for Public Comment was issued in April 08 and BSIA comments returned to committee. However the document received a negative vote and it will therefore be rewritten and reissued for comment.

prTR50456 Guidelines for achieving compliance with EC Directives for alarm systems.  Published as PD CLC/TR 50456:2008.
prEN50518-1 Monitoring and alarm receiving centres Part 1 - Location and construction requirements. A Draft for Public Comment was issued in May 08 and circulated to members.  A BSIA response has been sent to the Cenelec committee.

prEN50518-2  Part 2 – Technical Requirements.  The document was issued as a draft for public comment  in October 08 and comments returned to the Cenelec committee.

prEN50518-3.  Part 3 – Procedures and requirements for operation.  A draft for Public comment has been issued in July 09 and circulated to members for comment.  The DPC and comment form can be found on the BSIA members website or email j.southcombe@bsia.co.uk
CLC TS 50398:2009 Integrated security systems.  This standard has been issued and adopted by UK as a Draft for Development
